Complete the Headline/Title field.

Based on the type of entry, add content:

a. To upload digital files (other than audio/video), click Choose File, navigate to the desired file, select Open,
and click Upload. Allowed file types are PDF, DOC, TXT, JPEG, GIF and PNG. If you wish to include more
than one attachment for this entry, repeat these steps.

b. To add web/audio/video content, copy and paste the content’s web address into the provided Web URL
field. To host your content online, either upload it to a free hosting web site (e.g. YouTube) or talk to your IT
person about adding it to your station’s web site. Make sure the content will be accessible long enough to be
viewed at the awards banquet.

Click Next.

Add Credits for those responsible for the entry content.

Add Comments (if available), but keep them brief (e.g. 100 words).

Click Submit.

Repeat process for additional entries.
